Before 
it became a Japanese colony in 1895, Taiwan – at the time 
known as Formosa – was part of the Chinese empire. 
We will focus on questions of material culture, of medicine 
and of humanities in the early modern and modern period, 
thus covering different aspects of both countries‘ cultural  
history in a diachronical and a synchronical perspective.
